LabITV is designed to research and develop products in 3 main areas:

1- content production for interactive TV and internet broadband;

2- kids tv and educational television for continuous education, teachers training and adult education; 

3- middleware development and application production regards to the most relevant ITV application for the population: tele-health, tele-education, e-government and entertainment.

The LabITV has been involved in the most important ITV experiences in Brazil, providing support for the Government and the Telecommunication Agency preparing some studies as Consumer Behavior; Software and content providers in Brazil; Relevant applications for social inclusion through digital inclusion via ITV in Brazil. 

The LabITV (www.tvinterativa.futuro.usp.br) is held at The School of the Future in the University of São Paulo - Brazil.  For the last 12 years has have a huge and important roll in the education and technology area all around the country.  The School of the Future is an interdisciplinary laboratory investigating the impact of the new communications technologies on learning at all educational levels. ( Multimedia Learning, dedicated to projects that will make joint use of Digital TV, Internet, satellite/PC which will attend Schools and Instituitions;

(Study of the Digital TV incorporation on the absorption habits of the population;

( Evaluation of the real learning levels related to conventional PC and TV;

( Collaborating in the implementation of digital inclusion logistics (projects that includes schools, tele-rooms, tele-centers, residences, job environment...etc)

( Indication of the of Digital TV   as a factor contributory for the Federal Government objective in decrease the digital divide phenomena.
